After your exploration, return to the city for lunch and then head to Hue, making a stop at
Khai Dinh's Tomb. This unique tomb boasts a traditional Vietnamese design with a
European touch, setting it apart from other royal tombs in Hue. Once you arrive in Hue,
check in at your hotel and enjoy the remainder of the day at your leisure.

« Day 4: Hue Imperial City & Tranquil Chuon Lagoon

leisurely bike ride begins with a visit to Thanh Toan, a quintessential Viethamese village that
features a picturesque covered Japanese-style bridge, a gem built during the reign of
Emperor Le Hien Tong in the mid-18th century. Your guide will share the historical
significance of this bridge, and you'll have the opportunity to visit the village's small

museum and interact with local residents.

Continuing along the riverbank and passing through small farms and settlements, you'll
reach Chuon, an ancient village with more than 600 years of history. The village's temple is
a recognized national relic, showcasing architectural styles of the Nguyen Dynasty. The
nearby local market is also worth a visit. However, the highlight for many is the serene
Chuon Lagoon, part of the stunning Tam Giang Lagoon system. Chuon Lagoon plays a vital
role in local fishing and livelihoods.

Embark on a small motorized sampan to cruise around this peaceful body of water, making
stops at stilt houses to meet local families and learn about their daily lives. After your
exploration, a simple yet delicious brunch featuring Khoai Cake, a Hue-style Vietnamese
pancake, will be served. You'll return to the shore and ride back to Hue, appreciating the
beauty of the countryside and the serenity of the lagoon.
