 Day 1: Arrival in Hanoi - Night Train to Lao Cai Station

Approximate trekking distance: 8 km with approximately 4 hours of trekking, and over 30
km of driving from Lao Cai to Sapa.

The 10th-century Dinh King Temple and Le King Temple
are sites of historical significance, offering insights into the heroic tales of these two kings
during the Chinese Wars.
