Back to the car, continue driving to Tra Que herbs
and vegetables village. Arriving at Tra Que, you will be welcomed by a farmer's family with a
special herbs drink of the village before taking the typical farmer's clothe and dress up as a
farmer.

Then get to the farming land near by with farming tools to practise all the different steps
that a vegetable farmer usually does. Back to the local home where you will be taking part
in a cooking class, prepare ingredients with your chef, cook your own meal and enjoy lunch.
After lunch, enjoy a relaxing foot soaking in warm water with local herbs and foot massage.

After that, heading back to the ancient town, spend this afternoon exploring Hoian Town,
recognized by UNESCO as a World Heritage site because of its historic role in international
trade, unusually well-preserved ancient streets and homes. Sites include the Japanese



Bridge, a Sino-Viethamese merchant house, a Chinese Temple, Hoian Central Market, and
the Culture Museum. After the ancient town visit, back to your hotel, end your wonderful day
trip in Hoi An with us.

From there, your driver will transfer you back to
Saigon.

The Angkor temples are a source of inspiration and pride for all Khmers, serving as a
pilgrimage site for Cambodians. These temples provide a glimpse into Cambodia's ancient

grandeur and the enduring spirit of its people.

Angkor is an unparalleled ancient site, with the grandeur of the Great Wall of China, the
intricacy of the Taj Mahal, and the symbolism of the pyramids all entwined into one
remarkable destination.

After a hearty breakfast at your hotel, your guide will take you to the site of the ancient
Khmer civilization at Hariharalaya. Flourishing in the late 9th and early 10th centuries, these
temples are the earliest in the Angkor area and form the Rolous group, which includes Lo
Lei, Preah Koh, and Bakhong Temples.

Lunch will be a delightful experience with a local family. Following your meal, we'll continue
driving to the rural outskirts, approximately 35 kilometers from Angkor, to explore the
exquisite Banteay Srei Temple, constructed in the 10th century and dedicated to Shiva. This
temple's pink sandstone structure is adorned with exquisite sculptures, lintels, pediments,
and friezes. Locals believe that the temple's intricate details are too fine to have been
crafted by male hands, attributing its creation to women.

On your journey back to Siem Reap, you'll visit the Banteay Samre Temple, adorned with
striking reliefs illustrating Vishnu and Krishna legends.

This iconic temple had nearly disappeared into the jungle,
offering an exotic and haunting sight. The majestic roots of trees that envelop the temple's
stone blocks create a captivating and unforgettable scene.

Continue your exploration with a visit to Angkor Wat, home to some of the world's most
impressive ruins. This temple, adorned with fine Apsara carvings, is a masterpiece of
Angkorian-era art.

Your journey will then lead you to the enigmatic Royal City of Angkor Thom, where the 54-
tower Bayon Temple stands as an awe-inspiring sight. At first glance, the temple may seem
like a mass of stone, but upon closer inspection, faces from a distant era emerge,
surrounding you with their enigmatic gazes. Explore the surrounding area, including the
Baphou, Elephant Terraces, Lipper King Terrace, and Royal Palace. Your day will culminate
at the Preah Khan Temple, constructed in the 12th century by King Jayavarman VIl and
resembling the Ta Prohm Temple.

Your journey will take you to a unique local attraction: a bungalow
favored by local people for family photos and exercise.

Your next stop is the Angkor National Museum, which opened its doors in November 2007.
It houses a comprehensive collection of Cambodian artifacts, offering insights into Khmer
art, culture, and architecture. The museum's eight galleries provide an in-depth look at
Cambodia's history and the Khmer Empire, alongside a captivating collection of Buddhist
artifacts.

Your exploration continues at Artisans D' Angkor, a popular handicraft venue in Siem Reap.
Here, you can witness artisans at work, creating traditional crafts such as wood and stone
carving, lacquering, gilding, and silk painting. It's a testament to the preservation of these
ancient techniques.

In the evening, immerse yourself in Siem Reap's vibrant nightlife with a tuk-tuk ride that
provides insights into local customs and tourist activities. You'll traverse the food market on
Road 60m, where you can be adventurous and taste some fried bugs. The first part of the
road features a play station for kids. Afterward, enjoy dinner with a local beer or soft drink at
a local beer garden. Take a stroll through the night market, and if you're feeling bold,
experience a foot massage by fish (at your own expense). Please note that if you're not
familiar with local beer gardens, dinner will be replaced by a set menu dinner (meal only, no
drinks) at Crystal Restaurant, accompanied by an Apsara performance. To conclude your
evening, take a short tuk-tuk ride back to your hotel.
